6. Does your team have a webpage or social media pages? These are GREAT
formats to get information to prospective team members.
¢ Include your webpage and social media presence on all recruitment
fliers, brochures, etc.
e Post to social media pages frequently
7. Ask for teacher recommendations (Speech and English teachers can be
helpful resources)
e Ask if current team members can visit classes to provide more
information to students
e Send team members in pairs and mix it up — show how inclusive
your program is ©
e Have a planned script in place so the presentation is short, focused
and polished
8. Personal phone calls from team members to prospective recruits are
important!
¢ Invite non-members to attend a practice/rehearsal or even a
tournament
